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SIDRABENE’S POOL RULES 2006 
 

1. All swimmers must shower before entering the pool. 

2. PARENTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THEIR CHILDREN.  
Children between 12 to 16 years of age MUST swim with 
a buddy at least 12 years of age or older or be supervised 
by a responsible individual at least 16 years of age. 

3. Children under two years of age and those not fully toilet 

trained must wear a commercial swim diaper. 

4. No person under the influence of alcohol or drugs is 

permitted within the pool enclosure. 

5. No beverages, other than drinking water in plastic 
bottles, are permitted; no food (including candy, gum) 
or smoking are allowed within the pool enclosure. 

6. No diving, running, pushing or boisterous play is permitted 

within the pool enclosure. 

7. No person with open sores or communicable diseases is 

allowed to use the pool. 

8. Only swimsuit attire is to be worn in the pool (i.e. no jeans 

or cut offs). 

9. No sports equipment (including skateboards, roller 

blades, bicycles) is permitted within the pool enclosure. 

10.No pets are allowed within the pool enclosure. 

11.Pool equipment is to be used by the lifeguard or members 

of Sidrabene’s Management Committee only UNLESS 

THERE IS AN EMERGENCY.

For children less than 16 years of age: 

 

1. First incident: a letter documenting the incident will be mailed to 

the parents; 

2. Second incident: the child can only enter the pool enclosure with 

a parent for the remainder of the season; and 

3. Third incident: the child will be banned from entering the pool 

enclosure for the remainder of the season. 

 

 

For children 16 years of age or older and all adults: 

 

1. First incident: a letter documenting the incident will be mailed to 

the child or adult; 

2. Second incident: the child or adult will be banned from entering
